The three scholarship winners 
and their instructors will be recognized and awards will be presented at the Kiwanis Awards Luncheon on May 8, 
2012 at noon at the Elks Club.   Parents of the scholarship winners are also invited to the Kiwanis Awards 
Luncheon.  The winning artwork will be on display at the Awards Luncheon. 
 
The 1st place students from each grade, and an honorable mention contestant, will be submitted as entrants in 
the state competition.  At the state competition, The Kiwanis Memorial Foundation is providing $5000 in 
scholarship awards to the Best of Show winners.
