Needle Felting

SUPPLIES:  

Sketchbook and pencil. 

Needle felting tool- either a spool needle and/or individual ‘felting’ needles.  
(Clover makes a felting needle tool that makes felting much faster.) 

Needle felting Mat (or piece of 2” thick spongy foam) 

Wool roving or carded (combed) fleece. (100% wool - not superwash)  A multi-
pack or small assortment to begin with, whatever colors appeal to you. 

Scissors 

Wooden skewer 

Several pieces of stiff black felt (around 8 ½” x 11”) 

Two or three styrofoam balls or other appealing shape 

Optional embellishments: buttons, beads, etc. and needle and thread. 

Optional items: felt scraps, 100% wool yarn remnants (if you don’t have these 
items, I will bring some for you to use at the first class.) 

You may find supplies for needle felting at Michael’s, JoAnn’s and Hancock’s. Also 

available at Knitpicks.com. If you have any trouble locating anything on this list, 
please bring whatever you do have to the first class and we will discuss supply
