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1996 Olympic Rowing Venue on 
Lake Lanier: Boats, beautiful section 
of lake, colorful viewing stand. 

      Clark’s Bridge Park: Lake views, 
parking, restrooms, picnic area 
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Old Pavilion: Just past Ameri-
can Legion. Water views, 
beautiful structure. Ok to use 
Amercian Legion restroom.
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Houses on Green Street from post 
offi ce to civic center. Ask permission 
before painting on lawns.
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Pearce Auditorium/Entire Brenau 
campus: Beautiful architecture, 
parking on street.  

Midtown/train depot/ old industrial area. 
Please ask permission before painting on 
private property. 

Quinlan Visual Arts Center: 
Restrooms, Beautiful build-
ing, restrooms, parking.

Train park and poultry park 
(across street from train): 
Street parking, old train 
on one side of street and 
chicken statue on other side.
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Riverside Military Academy: 
Castle-like building with view 
of lake and mountains, park-
ing on street.
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OK to sit in Suntrust gazebo at 
Brenau and Washington St. to 
paint any view. 
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Downtown square/any view. 
Street parking, shops, 
restaurants, restrooms.
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      Longwood Park: Beautiful lake 
views, good parking, rest-
rooms, picnic area.
