1. Please bring your own paints. I want to individualize this as much as possible. SO I want to see what YOU use.  I will have paints too. But students need to be able to tell me which are warm colors and cool colors and if you cannot I will show you. 

 

2. Canvas or canvas boards or boards. Again, please bring whatever YOU like to use.   

Large or small is fine and bring one or two.

 

3. Please bring something YOU love to paint or that you have painted before. We will have some artifacts at the Center as well to draw inspiration from. 

            

4. NO solvents or mediums other than GAMSOL and liquin.

 

5.  BRUSHES- please bring a rigger or liner brush.

Supply List

Bring 1 or 2 canvases or linen boards: tone to medium light with burnt sienna & ultramarine blue and any size you feel comfortable with. 

Bring liquin medium only, no stronger chemicals allowed like turpentine or maroger. 

Bring brushes that you are used to painting with in oils and some suggestions would include: 
Filberts - #12, 10, 8, 4 (large, medium and small). Bright – 4 or 3 (or ¼” soft lettering brush). Liner – (i.e.) Robert Simmons #1 or similar. 

Oil Palette (glass, wood, rectangle or classic) investigate a French easel and “easel pal” also check on discount cards at Binders Art Supply for students. 

Paint: Utrecht, Winsor Newton, or Grumbacher or whatever you wish to bring: White, Ivory Black, Ultramarine Blue, Sap Green, Viridian Green, Yellow Orchre, Cad. Yellow Med., Cad. Yellow Light or Lemon Yellow, Cad. Orange, Cad. Red Med., Alizarin Crimson, Burnt Sienna, Dioxizine Purple, quick dry white is good and hard to find, cerulean blue, burnt umber. 
Odorless thinner (Gamsol preferred) and LOTS of paper towels and bags for trash we can collect at the end of the day. 

Bring a prop-A favorite bowl, object, or vessel you can work on at home, or fabric if you choose. I will provide some still life props as well as setups. Be prepared to tell me why you like the prop you select. 

Bring in a problem painting or a picture of one to share with me. 

Please bring your own extension cords, lights and easels, stools and other items you feel would be useful. (The Quinlan has a limited number of these items.)
